Couple of tips and things to know and do:
~Plan on spending some time with the car seat specialist… each seat and car are different.  However, if you TRY to install your car seat before arriving for your appointment…it will save everyone time in the long run.  
~Bring your car seat user’s manual and the user’s manual for your vehicle.
 ~ Do you know the complete history of your car seat if it’s not brand new?
~ Register your car seat with the manufacturer.  Mail in the card or go on-line.
